General GUIDELINES
Key Objectives: 

· PARTICIPATION IN PHYSICAL ACTIVITY & ENJOYMENT  

Teams:

· Schools are reminded that their teams should be of as equal ability as possible.

· It is a predominantly year 5 and 6 event. Year 4’s may be used to top up teams numbers.

· Each team must have an adult or teacher supervising them.  It is also asked that each school sends a teacher to each of the sports so as to adequately cover accountability requirements.

· Where schools have entered more than one team, players must stay in the one team for the entire day, they cannot play across groups.  Offending schools will forfeit for those matches.
· Schools must communicate the following to all players, staff and parents:
“E.G.C.S.S.A. Interschool Sports are played in the spirit of inclusion, participation and fairness. Umpires are working as volunteers and must be treated with respect at all times”.

              (The statement above could be included on Permission slips if deemed appropriate by your Principal)
Procedures for the day:

1. Schools are asked to arrive at the fields by 9:15-9:20am.

2. All fixtures will begin at 9.30 am sharp. Make sure that students involved in the first fixture are first off the bus. 

3. At the commencement of each game, the scoresheet for that fixture will be required to be collected from the co-ordinators desk by the team mentioned first. 

4. All sports are played as per the rules supplied to the schools. Please make sure your parents/ coaches are aware of this. 

5. Students will have a set lunch break from 12:20 to 12:50. (Students are encouraged to bring from home healthy snacks and lunches, as well as a water bottle.  

Use of the Oasis cafe by students is discouraged (parents are permitted to purchase for their child and bring over to them).
Keep in mind Round 5 game begins at 12:50 so they need to be prepared.

6. There will be no finals, instead a progressive tally will be used.

7. Presentations will be held separately at each of the sports at 1:40pm.  A small trophy will be awarded to the winning team from each division. (The organising school is responsible for ordering and presenting this trophy.) The carnival will conclude at 2pm.

8. Umpires: Umpires as best possible will be supplied for each game by JPC students. There may be situations where you have to umpire. If so, please do so enthusiastically!

9. FOOTBALL- No goal umpires will be supplied; coaches or reserves will be required to be a goal umpire when your school is playing. 

Equipment List

Every school needs to supply the following equipment:

· Football – 2 Footballs, Mouthguards for players

· Netball - 2 Netballs, Bibs

· Touch – 2 Touch Rugby Balls 

· Minkey – Hockey sticks, Shin pads & mouthguards for all players 
                      – Lightweight Minkey Balls are provided

· Soccer – 2 Soccerballs

· SHADE & Sunscreen

· First-Aid Kit

· Drinking water

· Pencils and clip board (for marking scorecards)

Coordinator GUIDELINES
 2024 Coordinators Pool A:
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Coordinators (above) are responsible for:
· Sending out nomination forms.

· Collation of nominations.

· Creating fixtures (See example on website)

· Sending out fixtures
· Sending out all other relevant information to schools in their pool (including this guide and individual sport rules, maps etc.)

· Setting up a Scorers/Coordinators table.

· Timekeeping, Issuing Scorecards & Collection of results.

      N.B:Coordinating schools will need a separate staff member to act as Timekeeper / Scorer  all day.
· Tallying of results and presentation of trophy.

· Dealing with any rule discrepancies 

Supplying the following;

· A First Aid Kit

· Hooter or Siren

· Timing Equipment 
· A copy of fixtures for the umpires 

· A scorer’s table / chair

· Score Cards / Tally Sheets etc.

· Winter Lightning Carnival Trophy

FURTHER INSTRUCTIONS FOR SPORTS COORDINATORS

It is your responsibility to do the following:

SET UP:

· look at the map and position yourself in the middle of your sports fields.  

· Set up playing areas as needed.

· Stay put in this one spot so you are easily accessible if needed.  (Bring along chair and fold up table).

BEFORE ROUND 1:

· Coordinators should address all Players, Staff and Parents at the start of the day to explain the days event and answer any questions.

Please communicate the following with all present.
“E.G.C.S.S.A. Interschool Sports are played in the spirit of inclusion, participation and fairness. Umpires are working as volunteers and must be treated with respect at all times”.
              (The statement above could be included on Permission slips if deemed appropriate by your Principal)
SCORING:

· the team mentioned first on each fixture should come to you and pick up their score cards.  (Otherwise you need to deliver to them)

· this team is then in charge of returning the score card back to you at the end of the round.

· Each sport will compile a progressive tally from the 5 games (3 points for a win, 1 for a loss and 2 for a draw).  There will be no finals or grand finals – in the case of 2 schools drawing in the progressive tally it is up to the sports coordinating school to go back through each game and see which team scored the most goals and points.

· Keep all the score cards safely in your folder.

· Coordinators at each sport are responsible for any rule discrepancies, collection and tallying of results. 

· Please use final placing sheets, so that an overall record can be kept and distributed after the event. 

TIMING:

· All sports across all venues run to the times on the Fixtures sheets.

· Blow a horn/buzzer/whistle at the start & finish times indicated on the Fixtures Sheet  (If Round 1 starts late, shorten the times to get back to the schedule as soon as possible.)

PRESENTATIONS:

· Round 5 finishes at 1:25.

· There is then 10 minutes for the coordinator to finalize the scores and results.

· Presentations at 1:40 (trophy awarded to the school that wins each division).

· Back on buses at 2pm.
